CDR Christina Lee is a Senior Supervisory Regulatory Reviewer serving at the Food and Drug Administration (FDA), Office of Generic Drugs, Division of Bioequivalence.  In this position CDR Lee is responsible for regulatory reviews for a variety of ANDAs and Bio-Investigational New Drugs (INDs) submitted by the pharmaceutical industry, and evaluate bioequivalence studies based on the review of pharmacological data, relevant analytical method validation and statistical analyses. 
CDR Lee graduated from University of Maryland – School of Pharmacy where she received a B.S. in Pharmacy and Doctorate of Pharmacy.  She is a licensed pharmacist in the state of Maryland. Upon graduation from pharmacy school, CDR Lee served as a pharmacist at CVS Pharmacy for 7 years. After that she joined the U.S. Air Force.  While stationed at Luke AFB, CDR Lee was an Officer-in-Charge, Inpatient/Clinical Pharmacy Services, where she supervised inpatient pharmacy services for the preparation of sterile products, parenteral, enteral, parenteral nutrition and intravenous additives for Luke AFB hospital. Her duties also included conducting clinical inspections to ensure mission readiness and prepare outcome reports for the Executive Committee. She also acted as a pharmacy liaison to the medical staff and participated in drug therapy process to advise doctors on proper drug selection, dosage adjustment and outcome monitoring, advise physicians and nurses about safety issues such as drug reactions/interactions. In addition, CDR Lee also served as Pharmacy Director, Anticoagulation Clinic, where she oversaw a 120-patient anticoagulation clinic, conducted patient counseling on treatments and scheduled further appointments necessary for anticoagulation monitoring. She also coordinated with Chief of Medical Staff in the interdisciplinary of Population Health Committee on policy issues for the management of Immunization Clinic, Disease Prevention Clinic (e.g. breast cancer, ovarian cancer, childhood illnesses, etc.), and Disease Management Clinic (e.g. hypertension, diabetes, asthma, etc.), Smoking Cessation Clinic, Weight Watcher Working Group, etc. In 2006, CDR Lee joined the FDA and converted to the U.S. Public Health Service and worked as a Regulatory Reviewing Officer in the FDA’s Office of Generic Drugs, reviewing bioequivalence studies in Abbreviated New Drug Application (ANDA) submissions.  
CDR Lee has been a member of the DC-COA since 2006 and has served as a Science Fair judge for Montgomery County three years in a role.  In 2008, CDR Lee also represented USPHS as a member of DCCOA, joined 30 other PHS officers in Susan G. Komen Race for the Cure. CDR Lee has been a non-voting member of Pharmacy Professional Advisory Committee (PharmPAC) and has participated in various PAC activities, such as Pharmacist Survey Analysis Working Group; Pharmacy School Accreditation Work Group-USUSHS Subgroup, PharmPAC Website Posting Protocol Work Group, Public Health Pharmacy Working Group (PHPWG), provided flu vaccination in the Federal Occupational Health Clinics (FOHC), and served at 2009 ASHP recruitment Booth.
